This
is the matter of pride that the college established an 'Incubation
Centre' inaugurated by Sri Jai Kumar Singh, the Hon'ble
Minister of Industry, Govt. of Bihar on 15th of May 2018 to
prepared skilled young entrepreneurs for business incubation.

Four Three Months Certificate Courses and Two Six
Months Certificate Courses for Skill Development of Girl Students
will be started from Academic Session 2018-2019. From Fine
Arts stream, the name of new courses are: (i) Block Printing, (ii)
Madhubani Painting (iii) Tikuli Art and (iv) Jute Art, Craft and
Designing. From ICT stream the name of course is 'IT Skill

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Though the college is primarily for undergraduate studies, ithad
the distinction to conduct several U.G.C. Refresher courses for
university and college teachers. The college has conducted nine(9)
Refresher courses on IT and e-learning, one in Chemistry and one in
Home Science. Its department of Computer Applicationsis the only
department in the whole of Bihar and Jharkhand, which conducts
U.GC.

Bachelor Courses in Arts, Science and Commerece is an integrated
course of three years. But a student who fails to clear Part-I
examination and promoted on account of failure in one or two subjects
she shall be allowed to study in bachelor PartII class. But they must
clear PartI course before she is allowed to study in bachelor PartIII
course.

A studentwho fails in bachelor PartI examination on account of failure
in more than two subjects must pass or declared promoted before
she is allowed to study in bachelor Part-III course.

A student who clears Part-1but promoted to PartIII course one account
of failure in Part-II examination in one to two subjects shall have to
clear Part-II examination in all subjects before they are allowed to
appearin bachelor Part-I1l examination.

A Promoted student shall appear in the examination in all subjects in
which she has fail and not only in part, instance in one fails in
Honours subject or group of subject (in case of Commerce) she will
have to appear again in Honours Paper-1 and Paper-1l and Practical/
Viva-Voce (Where application) similarly, if one fails in subsidiary
subject she shall have to take examination in theory as well as
practical (where application) in thatsubsidiary subject. A Non-Hindi
student failing either in Hindi composition 50 marks or language
composition 50 marks or both shall have to take examination in
both the compositions to qualify.

While admitting a student to bachelor PartlIIl course it must be
ascertained by verifying the ducuments that she has passed in all the
subjects of bachelor PartI course.

Those candidates who are promoted on account of failure in one or
two subjects in either bachelor PartI or Part-Il examination shall
have to pass in those failure subjects in the subsequent two
examination.

If a promoted student passes in only one or the two failure subjects
(Carry over subjects) in the first subsequent examination, shall have
to take examination in only the other subjectin the second subsequent
examination and notin both.

If a student fails to pass bachelor Part-1or bachelor Part-Il examinations
even after two subsequent examinations, she shall not be given the
benefit of promotion. She shall have to appear in the examination in
all the subjects of the course as non-collegiate student.
